Many of um, too, have n-e addi-
tional pang of knowing that mo one
cares; mone ever calls to offer with
kindly inquiry a word of comfort. No
wonder that so many break down physi-
cally, mentally or spirituslly, in what is
(to women more comfortably ﬂhmd) the
happiest period of life. ere is no
sphere of service so rich in reward, and
80 close to our hand, as this: nor is ﬂure
any more clamant call. Many minis-
ters, quick to obeerve Uhie signs of the
times, hove organisad schemes of their
nwn to meet this crying need ; and have

among suitable women visitors
the aick, the aged and the needy who are
in any way ascociated with the Church.
It is well for visitation to be thus
divected and systematically organised ;
at the same time no woman among us
-needs to wait for ministerial authority
belore embarking upon this Christlike
work.

I believe congratulations have poured
in on Lady Astor from all over the
counlry. And no wonder, for on Friday
last the Second Reading of her-Bill to
prokibit the sale of intoxicating liquors
or umsnmgtmn on the premises 1o
persons under eighteen years of age
was carried by an overwhelming
majority. An amendment for rejec-
tion secured only 56 votes, while 338
were recorded against it. The Bill
embodies the first of the four points in
the programme of the Temperance
Council of the Churches. Lady Aslor
‘as the honour of being the first woman
to introduce a Bill into the Houee of
Commons, and I question whether any
measure of real temperance reform ever
secured such a majority of votes. She
was, as usual, witty and vivacious, but
the most conspicuous feature of her
speech was the moral earnestness which
inspired it. Her opponents were near;
all on her own side of the House, and
the Home Secrefary was conspicuous
among them. He ot only spoke against
the Bill, but said no promise could be
‘made of further facilities for the pass-
ing of the measure. The voting must
have been a surprise to him, and it may
be that the Government will have to
Tevise ite programme in relation to this
as it has already had o do in Telation
to some other things, The Tempennce
cause is swrely winning !

Since the war there have been bitter
lamentations over the price of beer.
The wail of the brewers has been
loudest of all, but a glance at the
balance-sheets 0f some of the companies
suggests that from the etandpoint of
their pockets they have little reason to
complain. On the 6th inet., for in-
stance, the annual general meeting of
Moux's Brewery Company was Leld.
The chairman, Mr. William Harris, in
his address to the sharcholders, was at
one momen doleful and the next jubi-
lant. tences like the [lollowing
would suggest that things were in a
very bad way: “ The large number of
unemployed, and the crushing taxation
on beer are very unfavoureble lactors.
1 said last year that by thair crushing
taxation on the Government were
gradually killing the trade in that
article.”””

Sickness in a Collier; Row.\

1 have just returned from visiting o
young woman who is seriously ill. Sha
is the wife of o miner, and fortunately
—tragic admission !—they have no chil~
dren. They live in a house with one
room down and one up, in o long, ugly,
monotonous row. There are no yards;'
& concrete footpath runs along the back
of the houses, and the conveniences are
on the other side of the open rosd. The
Iront doors open upon small gardens,
and there is no road at the [ront.

The house in which my Iriends live
is one of a few that differ slightly from
the rest. They have not Lhe dignity of
a [ront door. The houses are in blocks,
and the end buildings in each block are
made into {wo smaller back-to-back
houses. There is a lireplace in the bed-
room, but in my [riend’s house it is
useless because it smokes; and as the
doctor - says that his patient must be
kept in a warm and even temperature,
her bed has been brought into the down-
stairs room. All the work, including the
cooking and washing, has to be done in
this room. There is, of course, no bath-
room-—a senitary convenience thab
is much more needed in a miner’s house
than in a minister’s—and when the hus-
band comes heme hlack Irom work he
has to tub by the bedside. There is no
prolvnged period of quiet, day or night.

e house is nearly at one end of (he
mw, and most of the workmen on the
hill-top have to R_ass it going to and
from the mine. The clatter of nailed
boots on the pavement is incessant. 1b
is after midnight helore traffic ceases,
and the procession of [oreshift men com-
mences about four o'clock. When people
are in good health it is surprising how
esaily they become accustezmed to noisy

and able to sleep without
being disturbed by them. But it is
otherwise in times of tickness, and the
nerve-strain upon the invalid who has
to lie day and night for weeks together
under such condifions must be cruel.

1 have cited this case not as one of
unusual hardship. The husband is in

regular work, snd, {hough miner's
wages are shockingly low ~just mow,
there is no poverty in this home. Such

conditions as I have described, and in
some places much worse, are to be found
in all parts of the Northern coalfield.
1t is just the [act that these are aver-

comlmans under which thousands
-working people are com-
pelled to live—and die—that maker
them so tragic.

For some years my mo!her was an in
valid, almost confinod t v room.
When T contrast the beunty and quiet
and comfort that surrounded her lasl
days with the ugliness and noise and
discomfort amid which my sick friend
Ties, I leel a passionale threb of mingled
gratitude and revolt. Nothing was tot
good for my mother. But is anylhing
too good for any sufierer? The cheer
less environment here pictured is nol
due to drink or laziness or thriltlessness.
1t is the environment forced upon o sec
tion of the people who by their har!
and dangerous work are laying the
foundations of British industrial bros
perity. Why should a weman,
she has the honour of being o mmerl

wile, be condemned to pass through thy
‘mos{ terrific physical strains under con
ditions thab intensily her azony ane
Tessen her chance of recovery ?

Surely it is not extravagant to asser
that the first claim to decent and com
fortable conditions of living belongs o
right to those who do the world’s worl
wilh brain or muscle, and not as &
present o those who reap dividends ow
of the work of others. The {est of ow
civilisation on its material side is {lv
comfort of our working masses, and, i
the present system does not secure that
it musl be condemned as meﬁnent ant
in need of radical overhauling.

I
epiritual values are gravely limited, for
Dbeautiful as it is in cortain respects; 1t
leaves so much of life out. Its radical

is ils exallation of the outward
ife to a place of oquality with
its inmer spirit, and hence it mever
escapes (he touch of artificiality.
overlcoks Lhe {ruth that in its outer ex-
pression cvery life ought to be unique
in scme measure. We serve best by
being curselves, and by realising Lo the
full cur special gifts and possibilities.
In this sense the Master is only very
partially imitable, and it is natural
that it should bs so.

Thers is, however, a much more
wital aspect, and a much more possiblo
one Lacause it is more spiritual, It is
concerned with the things in whic
are indeed poor- the inmer spirit,
molive power and the fermative ideals

of life. Here Jesus is the Supreme
Master.  He has reduced spiritual
thoughf to its final simplicitics, and all

way He has enriched the very bases of
=ing, and Lrought the riches within the

o of everyore. This is the sense in
which the Masler is the mest imitalle
of men. ‘The true *Imitalion of
risL”” is not simply making a copy of
Him, but sharing His spirit, His out-
Jook, Ilis passion. Spiritual gqualities
of mind and heart and will are among
the most inlimate things of life. and
have both throb and thrill in them.
We imitate by yielding 1o their spell;
and they in lurn initiate us into A
baplism. ““ Deep calls unto deep.”
Emotions of fine quality are awakened,
and inspiraticns of high degree are be-
gotten; and under their my:
alchemy imilation passes into assimila-
tion. We ncsds must follow the deepest

Re Education Grants to
Training Colleges for
Teachers.

Sta,—It is high time we were making
ourselves heard in regard to adminis- | &
tration of education grants. Many of
our young peopls liave been studying
for the teaching profession for years.
They now find their way blocked. The
economic stunt is hitting our y
Deopls hard,  Tha doors. of traming
colleges are being closed aguinst them.
The ‘Government has \ been making
capitation grants to training ocolleges
which made it possible for our young
people to enter the colleges, but a
clauso in the Fisher Act makes it pos-
sible for the grant to be reduced 50 per
cent. “to lccal authorities who have
training colleges. Some of these train-
ing colfeges had as far as 90 per cent.
of their students from outside their
own area. The cuiting down of their
grant has made them increaso their fees,
iscriminating against the students out-
side the areas of the local authorities.
Four of the largest colleges, Leeds,
Sheffield, London, and Bingley, have
made their fees nearly prohibitive to
students _coming Ifrom working-class
homes.

The Indecencies in the
Public Prees.

The moval scnse of Lhe public is being
sbocked and, we fear, depraved by the
disgusting details which have been made
public properly by our newspapers, in

" particular, which have
been before the High Courts. The
nauseous facts which Eave been exposed
in crowded courts and broadcasted with
sewer: eficcts by the Press of the
country almost without exception
throughout the homes, shops, business
houses and schools is doing deadly work
in the minds of the people, and, we are
alreid, particularly emong young men
and women. Nc foreign nation allows
such publications as we do. In the
name of our morality and common
decency such publications ought to be
suppressed. A deputation waited on
the Lord Chencellor on Monday last
week in relerence to the reporting of
divorce cases. He cxpressed his sym-
pathy with the objects at which they
aimed. In his view the best course to
take was in the first place to confer with
the newspaper proprietors and editors,
and in the second tp organise public
opinion in favour of their views. He
furlier suggested that the matier should
be brought before the House of Com-
mons. It is hopeful that there is a very
wide feeling on the subject in the
country. A petition has already been
presented containing about a quarter of
a million signatures. Here is a ques-
tion which should be unitedly taken up
by the Churches of the country. The
Toyal Commission on Divorce (1912)
suggested piving statntory power to
judges to close the courts or to order
non-publication of certain evidence.
And yet revolting details are served up
to the public, sometimes with sensa-
tional headlines, and the filth circulates
throughout the community. In the
name of God and of our homes we utter
our protest.

‘The European Situation and
the Wav of Christ.

The World Alliance for promoting
international friendship throughout the
Churches prorises to be most useful and
powerful in the interests of world peace.
It has now Nalional Councils in twenty-
six of the countries of Europe and
America. It holds that “ there is no
standard for human life bnl Christ's
Taw of righteousness and love.” It also
maintains that ‘it is only by an in-
creasing application of Christian prin-
ciples to international affairs that there
is any hope of fellowship and peace be.
tween mations.” It has quite recently
issued a manifesto in which it says:
“The conditions prevailing in Europe
are the outcome of ill-will and ani-
mosity, suspicion and fee spirit
of antagonism, which either repudiates
obligations or seeks revenge, is becom-
ing everywhere predominant. Bitter-
ness, suffering, violence and [amine are
the result. Material force in its naked
reality is held up as the only eflective
weapon for security. All these things,
50 utterly apposed to the way of Christ,
cannot but fail. While the Christian
Church must seek to learn from her
Master and in lowly following of Him
gain the power to quicken the conscience
of the peoples, it is her high task to
point out the underlying principles of &
true European settloment, and to appeal
to men to sesk peace where alone it can
be found. Not until we have 'bwught
our national policies into harmony with

the purpose of we know the
way of peace.” The expression of such
principles by this Alliance of Churches,

and ite influence not only in ﬂui
country but also in America and among
the nations of Eutope, prove what n

mighty instrument for ' international

peace it is. Working as leaven In the
Churches and as.an ally and not as
a competitor with the League of Nalions
Union, it can supply snmethmg of the
moral dynamic “without which the
League itself will remain inert and in-
effectual.

Ib is a source of interest, and of
satisfaction also, that Lhe general
body of Protestant Dissenting Minis-
ters of the three denominalions should
take the opportunity in connection
with the approaching Royal wedding
to present to the King Lhen he:n'ty
congratulations.

They
were most sracmusly received by His
Majesty and the Queen, the Duke of
York and Lady Elizabeth Bowes-Lyon,
the bride-elect. The deputation repre-
senled three dissenting denominations,
and they availed themselves of Lheir
historic right of access to the Throne.
But many in our churches will raise
the quite natural questions: Where
were the ;'\Iethodnsm Are they not
also as dutiful to the Throne and ready
to present their congratulations on this
happy occasion as these of the three
Churches ?

For a minisler's
proper place on a Saturday night is in
the Holy of Holies at home, gathering
inspiration for the great day of worship.
Let the Churches concede this elemen-
tary provision; let Lhem g0 o step
further, and prepare themselves for a
glorious Sunday morning’s service, in-
stead of presenting the minister with
the few jaded survivals of last night's
concert party, and what mighty days we
shall see. With what freshness and
[power the glad news will then ring out !
The very thought of such golden, soul-
uplifting possibilities is sufficient to
bring into stark relief the present
tragedy of many a manse and many a
Church.

That
is a glad conviction we missioners have
carried home with us. We claim no
special gifts; our personalities have
counted but little in-the grand adven-
ture.

It was by no means a mission of
magnetic personalities. Many of us are
faced by stiff problems in our.home
circuits. It was the message that
anattered. and the [act that the Holy
Spirit was at work. And there are
similar stirrings everywhere throughout
ithe land. A new revival is coming—a
national revival, in ‘which all the
‘brethren will have their share ol respan-
sibility and glorious adventure. Very
humbly, therefore, would I say to ail
my comrades, '* Be of good cheer!

Old Testament Studies.

Ancierit Hebrew Stories and their Modern
Tnlerprelation. By W. G. Jordan,
B.A., D.D. (Hodder and Stoughton.
7. 6d. net) .

The range of Lhese stories is from the
Creation (o Esther. Their appearance in
this form affords evidence of the revived
interest in the Old Testament. ‘The manner
of their trestment tends somelimes towards
critical_exegesis and sometimes towards
sermonic style. The many references to
commentaries that are not named are calcu-
lated to irrilate the ordinary reader, Yet,
on the whole, this i3 a useful conlribution
to 0ld Teslament study in the light of
modern acholarship.  In sn introduction
covering sikly pages, which reveals the in-
fluence of Sir J. E. Frazer’s great work,
“Tha Folk-lore of the Old Testament,"
tho Hebrew records are considered in
their bearing on world-history, a_subject
that compels-attention to-day. _Religion
was not the monopoly of the Hebrews,
alllough they were in a peculiar sense
leaders in religion. Their records are nob
an exclusive and sacrosancl declaration of
the purpose of God'; (hese must be read in
the light of the long immemorial search
after goodness and God thal was taking
placo constantly, going back Turther than
the Hebrew records in Egypt and Babylon.
Tt is the light that Lhe Hebrew records
throw upon this world-movement Lhat
matlers {o-day, and this book shows Lhat
the Old Testamenl, interproted by the aid
of modern scholarship, ias a great contri-
Lution to make for progress.
